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Local Arts Organizations receive an increase of $100,000 from BCAS.
The Business Consortium for Arts Support recently awarded $800,000 for general operating support to 33 regional arts and cultural groups. In a year in which most art funding sources significantly reduced their giving, the current BCAS grants represent a $100,000 increase over the prior year's support for the arts.  The increase was made possible by many major increases in funding from long-time members and the addition of new members, Huff, Poole and Mahoney, P.C. and Palladium Registered Investment Advisors, and an anonymous gift aimed to support the smaller arts organizations.

Since its inception, the BCAS has contributed more than $16.5 million to arts organizations that regularly perform or exhibit in the south Hampton Roads area.  In 2010, the BCAS awarded seventy-five percent of its funds to the region’s six largest arts organizations: The Chrysler Museum, the Contemporary Art Center of Virginia, Virginia Arts Festival, Virginia Opera, Virginia Stage Company and Virginia Symphony Orchestra.  The remaining twenty-five percent was allocated to 27 arts groups such as the Generic Theater, Hurrah Players, Portsmouth Community Concerts and Young Audiences.  Recipients include regional arts organizations as well as organizations in Chesapeake, Courtland, Norfolk, Portsmouth, Smithfield, Suffolk, and Virginia Beach. 

The Business Consortium is proud to announce that three new directors have joined the  Board of Directors.  Mr. Gregory Swaim, Vice President and Virginia Beach District Manager of Wachovia Wells Fargo, Mr. Gregory Summy, an Attorney for Norfolk Southern Corporation and Mr. Edward Ladd, formerly the General Manager of MacArthur Center, have been elected to the board for 2010.

The Business Consortium for Arts Support is a nonprofit organization founded in 1987 by area businesses and foundations to broaden the base of support for local arts groups.  Each year the BCAS provides funding for operating expenses to selected arts organizations that apply for funding.  For many nonprofit groups, the BCAS is their single largest source of unearned income.                                                       ###
